Symons-Clark Logistics Richard Bennett Memorial Enduro   3rd - 5th May 2024

COMPETITOR BRIEFING
Welcome on behalf of the Onkaparinga Ramblers Car Club to the Symons-Clark Logistics Richard Bennett Memorial Enduro which is Round 3 (3rd - 5th May 2024) ARB SAORRA Multi Club Trophy Series. This event also incorporates the Brett Ziembinski Memorial.
The key officials of the event are as listed in the Supplementary Regulations.

These briefing notes have the same standing as the written regulations for the event and are in addition to the Supplementary Regulations.
Please ensure that each competing crew member of your team has read this briefing. I also suggest that your pit crew read it as well.

Motor racing can be dangerous; your equipment could be damaged or destroyed; and you may suffer serious personal injury or worse.

If there is any aspect of this event that causes you concern for your personal safety or for that of any member of your crew, whether that concern be with the track, the venue or the manner in which the meeting is being conducted, it is your obligation to bring those concerns to the attention of the Clerk of the Course.
If after doing this, those concerns are not addressed to your satisfaction, you are advised to withdraw from this event.

Random drug and or alcohol testing may take place during the event and if you have any doubts as to your ability to pass such a test with a zero reading you should withdraw from this event.

A general reminder, as competitors you are responsible for the actions of your crew.

FUELLING REGULATIONS

· A crew member must have in their hand a fire extinguisher.

· No removing fuel tank cap before the crew is out of the vehicle and engine switched off.  

· Crew are not to enter vehicle whilst fuel tank cap is off or fuelling is taking place. Persons doing the refuelling or any persons within 2 metres of the fuelling, must be clothed from neck to ankle to wrist in non-flammable clothing and wearing covered footwear.

· As stipulated in the Supplementary Regulations all-refuelling, at all times, MUST be undertaken in the designated Pit Area. No refuelling at any time is permitted in the paddock or camping areas.

THE VENUE

Information regarding the venue and a time schedule have been issued to team contacts. Make yourself aware of the running schedule for the event. If you are not ready for the next activity, you will miss out. Officials of the event will not be chasing you up.

Line up times will be as listed in the event schedule.
Line-up for the Heats in Sections 1 and 2 is 20 minutes after the commencement of the previous heat.  
You must be in your vehicle in a ready-to-race state on the dummy grid at that time following the directions of the marshals lining you up in order.

Please put rubbish in the bins provided and keep the property tidy.

PIT 

Please take care in the Pit area. Be aware of what is going on around you. Keep people away from hot exhausts. Drive slowly and carefully.

The Pits is the Pits and all rules apply until the last car completes the competition. Just because you have finished it does not mean that you can breach the Pit rules.

RECONNAISSANCE

Prologue Reconnaissance is for competition vehicles only.
Long Course Reconnaissance may only be in a road registered four-wheel drive vehicle - you must have proof of registration if requested.
No vehicle will be permitted to start reconnaissance after the sweep vehicle departs.
Maximum permitted speed for reconnaissance is 80kph.

HOT WORK AREA

All grinding and welding must be done in the designated Hot Work area.
START - TIMING - RUNNING DETAILS
Wristband ID’s will be issued to all competition crew and random checks will be conducted on the dummy grid. If no wristband is worn, you will not be permitted to start.

The starting order for each section is as per the Supplementary Regulations - Running Details / Start Order.

The start order for Section 1 - Heats will be posted on the notice board after the completion of the Prologue 

The start order for Section 2 - Heats is the grid row order as your fist heat except that you swap sides on your row

The start order for Section 3 - will be posted on the notice board late on Saturday and published on offroadracing.com.au

The Start for the Prologue and all Sections will be controlled by lights.  

The light sequence is

· TBA - To be advised
The Start location and Dummy Grid for the Prologue, Short Course and Long course is alongside (to the right of) the finish lane.
The Timing point and Finish Line for the Prologue, Short Course and Long Course is at the Banner Poles.
The Pit Entry from the track is 50 metres after the finish line (just before the small jump).
After you have completed your Prologue turn LEFT into the open paddock.  You will be directed across the track to return to the pits driving slowly (20kph max) past the front of the offroadracing.com.au trailer.
After you have completed the Short Course Heat or Long Course you return to the pits by making a U Turn just before the first caution signs and return back to the pits driving slowly (20kph max) past the front of the offroadracing.com.au trailer.
After you finish your second heat and the long course, you are required to line up along the spectator fence.

SERVICE BREAK
At the completion of Lap 4 of the Long Course on Sunday you have a 30-minute service break.
Return to the pits as describe above.

Stop in front of the offroadracing.com.au trailer and you will be given a TIME-OUT Card that has your restart time on it. 
You must be lined up in the Dummy Grid Lane by that time and you will be started on Lap 5 at the designated time.
It is not necessary to hand back the Time-Out Card as the Start Officials have a master list. 
If you are late, your time will have already started and you will be released when safe to do so.

PENALITIES

Start officials, Course Officials including recovery personnel and Time keepers are Judges of Fact and you are reminded that there is no appeal against the decision of a Judge of Fact.

Penalties for Jump / False Start

· 1-minute penalty for Prologue Jump/False Start
· 5-minute penalty for a Section Jump/False Start

A Jump/False start is the vehicle moving whilst the red lights are on before they go out.

Be careful, half a second could easily become a significant time penalty.  
Make yourself aware of how the lights sequence.

The definition of a jump start is if your vehicle moves in the last 5 seconds of the light sequence before the lights go out. Also, if you move forward and stop within the last 5 seconds of the light sequence you will be deemed to have jumped the start.

Hitting or Dislodging a Course Marker if reported, 1 minute for first offence, 5 minutes for second and disqualification for third.  

ACCIDENTS - ROLLOVERS AND SEVERE IMPACT

All crew members involved in a rollover or severe impact are required to be checked by the medical team as soon as possible before continuing in the event.

All vehicles involved in a rollover or severe impact are required to be checked by the Chief Scrutineer before continuing.

If you are unable to continue in the event at any time over the two days please advise Event HQ immediately.  

SAFETY - PASSING

Slower vehicles are required to permit faster vehicles to pass.  This may require the slower vehicle coming to a stop. If a vehicle that started behind you has caught up to you, it is obviously faster and you are required to let it past.
Shunting in any form will not be tolerated and if reported will be investigated and you will be penalised.

Obstruction will not be tolerated. If it occurs, please advise the Clerk of the Course. If reported it will be investigated and you will be penalised.

There are observers around the course observing your conduct, plus all recovery personnel around the course are observers as well.
Forward facing lights must be turned on
Always follow the defined course.

ACCIDENTS ON RACE TRACK

If you come across an accident you must stop and render assistance.  

The Off-Road Standing Regulations state 
a) In the event of an accident where injuries are sustained that require immediate medical attention, the “SOS” sign must be clearly displayed to following vehicles. 

b) If the “SOS” sign is displayed, or if a vehicle is stopped and no sign is displayed, then the next two crews must stop and render assistance. 

c) Unless signalled to render further assistance by the two crews on the scene, or the competition has been neutralised by the Clerk of the Course, other crews shall pass the scene safely at reduced speed as though under yellow flag conditions, and then recommence competition once clear.

Should you arrive at a serious accident, please unless necessary leave occupants in car and do not remove helmets, leave the extraction and helmet removal to professional personnel. Call for assistants using your UHF Radio.
Time will be allowed to all competing vehicles that stop and provide assistance. The crew of all vehicles involved will need to advise event headquarters of their claim. There is a claim form available at event HQ. You must lodge your claim as soon as practical. There are many ways that claims can substantiated, such as video, engine data logging along with others.

SOS/OK SIGNS

You all have SOS/OK signs in your vehicles. If your vehicle is stopped anywhere around the course the SOS/OK sign must be displayed accordingly.

RECOVERY

Recovery is being undertaken by a group of volunteers. They will recover you and tow your vehicle back to the pits. No one is to organise their own recovery.
The recovery crews are here voluntarily - do not abuse them - if you do, they have been advised to leave you where you are and report the incident to headquarters.
If you are out of the event you must, ASAP, advise Event HQ and collect your Log Book.
OUTSIDE ASSISTANCE

The official recovery crews can provide tools or assistance - IF they choose to do so.  Recovery can also tow you back to the pits or to the side of the track.  
“IF they choose to do so” is because it may not be appropriate for recovery to leave their post if they are busy or consider it a danger to themselves.  Recovery’s decision is final.

If you are towed to the pits and wish to continue, you must recommence the lap you were on by exiting the pits through the start control.
No fuel will be provided on the rack track. If you run out of fuel on the track recovery may tow you back to the pits where you can refuel and then recommence the lap you were on.

At all times the personal safety of yourself and the recovery crew is important.

Recovery can also push start or tow you if necessary.

To be classified a finisher you must drive across the finish line with all crew properly fitted in the vehicle.  
Recovery has been briefed on all of this.
TRACK / COURSE
The property you have the privilege of racing on is a working farm.
There is recently cultivated land in the process of being planted with crop around the course.

Under no circumstance are you to drive on the cultivated land.

Plastic drums are used around the course to mark the inside and outside of corners.

Stay between the track / course markers.

Do not make the course wider than it is.

Competitors reported in breach of the above will be referred to the Stewards for a Penalty of up to exclusion.

COURSE MARKERS
Where there is a sign of each side of the course, you must go between them.

Drums, flag rope, bunting, fences and other objects are course markers 

DO NOT HIT OR KNOCK DOWN THE Course Markers
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      CAUTION signs on the caution. Take care and approach with CAUTION
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      PRE-DANGER signs are approximately 50 metres before a danger


      DANGER signs are on the danger. THEY ARE DANGEROUS.  
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NO ROAD signs are down roads which are not part of the racing course. You have gone the wrong way. Return with caution in case some else has also gone the wrong way.
FLAGS
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Caution - proceed with care and be prepared to avoid other vehicles or even stop. There is no overtaking on a yellow flag.

Stop racing and return to pits at non-competitive speed.


Return to pits and report immediately to the Clerk of the Course.


End of race or heat.

FENCES

If you have an encounter with a fence anywhere around the property, please advise the Clerk of the Course or Event Secretary so arrangements can be made for it to be repaired.

UHF RADIO CHANNELS 
Race Car to Race Car
UHF 15
Recovery
       UHF 17

Your radio must NOT be on the recovery channel until you need to call them.
If you stop on the course for whatever reason and you need recovery you can call them on UHF Channel 17.

All Radio communication at this event is being monitored. 

At the completion of the event on Sunday afternoon as you finish you are required to line up along the spectator fence. You will be directed by marshals.
